Anyone violating this rule is liable to be disqualified from all classes,

with no refund of entry fees.

Unfortunately we are unable to accommodate colts or stallions on

the show ground

Proof of age may be required in appropriate classes and prize money

may be withheld until this is produced.

For safety reasons hard hats to at least the current BS standard must

be worn at all times, when mounted on the show ground, and a jacket

must be worn when jumping. Body protectors are also recommended.

Age as on the day of the show unless otherwise stated.

In the event of classes clashing or running late, entry fees will NOT be

refunded; competitors must choose which class they want to compete

in.  Refund of entry fees will only be made on production of a Doctor’s

or Vet’s Certificate.
